Mr. Davis, Chairperson, called the meeting of the Dorchester County Career & Technology Center Board of Trustees to order by reciting the “Pledge of Allegiance” followed by a moment of reflection.
Welcome Visitors – Mr. Davis:  Mr. Davis welcomed staff members and students, representatives from our SkillsUSA team:  Mrs. Melissa Tice, Ms. Ashley Kitt, Mr. Brian O’Neill, Ms. Trinity Rice, Ms. Jackelyn Reyes-Rodriguez and Ms. Kiera McNeill.
Approval of Agenda – Mr. Davis:  Mr. Carraher made the motion, seconded by Mrs. Heatley, to approve the agenda for today’s meeting.  The vote of the Board was unanimous.
Presentation by SkillsUSA Students:  The students represented today attended the Fall Leadership Conference in October.  In order to reach Level II Chapter of Excellence they were asked to speak at the Board meeting.  Each student spoke about their experiences, the community outreach activities they have been involved with and what they have learned by being a part of the SkillsUSA team.
Election of Chairperson – Mr. Davis:  Mr. Davis opened the floor for nominations for Chairperson.  Mrs. Heatley nominated Mr. Carraher, seconded by Mrs. Bryngelson.  There were no other nominations.  The vote of the Board was unanimous.

Mr. Carraher opened the floor for nominations for Secretary. Mrs. Bryngelson nominated Mrs. Heatley, seconded by Mr. Davis.  The vote of the Board was unanimous.
Approval of Minutes for Meeting held November 12, 2024:  Mr. Davis made the motion, seconded by Mrs. Heatley, to approve the minutes for the meeting held November 12, 2024.  The vote of the Board was unanimous.

Discussion of Board’s Bills Claim for November/December, 2024: – (Mrs. Garrick):  The Board reviewed the bills claims for November/December, 2024.

Approval of Kubota Tech Program:  The Board discussed the advantages of adding the Kubota Tech program to the Career Center’s curriculum.  Mr. Davis made the motion, seconded by Mrs. Heatley, to approve the purchase of equipment and approval to move forward with adding the Kubota Tech Program as a component of Diesel Technology.  The motion carried unanimously.
A Board Member’s Moment – Mr. Carraher:  Mr. Carraher opened up the floor for comments.  Each Board member had an opportunity to speak.
District 2/District 4 Update:  Dr. Emily Duplantis gave an update on what’s happening in District 2.  Mr. Mark Blacklocke gave an update on what’s happening in District 4.
Administrative Report – Mr. Villeponteaux:  Items discussed were as follows:
· An update was given on all the information that we are aware of so far on consolidation of the Districts in Dorchester County.
· Mr. Broderick spoke with the captain in charge of the SRO’s at the Summerville Police Department.  An application will be submitted to get an SRO for the Trolley Road facility funded through the state.
· Discussion was held on putting a halt to any architectural work or purchases at the Trolley Road facility.  After discussion, Mr. Davis made the motion, seconded by Mrs. Heatley, that we open negotiations to purchase the land on the back portion of the property available in Summerville.  The motion carried unanimously.  The fee proposal submitted by McMillan, Pazdan, Smith is based on them doing the whole project, so it was the decision of the Board to pay them for what they have done so far.
